Six Complete Paramedic Class

ISO Class Will Change

Ryan Shay, Matt Schulien, Chris Shafer, Collin

Boeckmann, Danny Torkelson and Jim Keats have

graduated from McHenry County College (MCC) as

Paramedics. The new paramedics attended a four-hour

class at MCC twice a week from August 2008 through

June 2009. They also completed ride time in an

ambulance and had patient contact under the supervision

of a seasoned paramedic. The District has seven members

enrolled in the current MCC Paramedic class, which

began in August.

A review and grading test performed by Insurance

Service Office (ISO) earlier this year has resulted in a

reduction in protection class for about half of the Fire

District to Protection Class 3. The new, lower-rated area

includes all of the city of McHenry, about half of the

village of Johnsburg and the portion of Lakemoor where

there is municipal or private water systems with fire

hydrants.

Lower ratings typically result in lower insurance rates.

The McHenry Township Fire Protection District

currently has a Protection Class rating of 4, which was

assigned by ISO in 2002. Over the past two years, ISO has

changed the grading structure to allow for multiple grades

within districts.

Some areas in the District will remain at Protection

Class 4, including areas where fire hydrants are not within

1,000 feet of a property.

The new multi-level protection class grades will take

effect in our District on January 1, 2010. Homeowners in

the area which will be rated Protection Class 3 may see a

reduction in premiums on new and renewed policies

issued after that date as a result of the lower rating. Each

insurance company applies different rates to various

classes. Consult your agent for more information.

Last fall, the District took delivery of a new Ladder

Truck to replace a 25-year-old unit. The older vehicle, a

1984 model that was the District’s first Ladder Truck, has

been sold to the Eagle River Fire Department in Eagle

River, Wisconsin. It is being re-lettered and should be out

fighting fires in Eagle River by October 1.

Fifteen firefighters were sworn in as new permanent

members at a ceremony on September 17. Each member

successfully completed a one-year probationary period

with the District.
